SFFF and affiliates not responsible for any acquisition of any
kind of rights.

o SFFF & affiliates may use trailer for promotional purposes into perpetuity.

e Rated R, NC17, or X will not qualify for grand prize.

« Pilot must be shot in SF and surrounding areas. Production must stay in state.
o Winner chooses to make a 10 min pitch for a studio or 22 min piece for TV.

o Submissions will not be returned.

Guidelines
« Trailer must be a representation of a pilot for a series to be filmed and/or set in Santa Fe.

» Content and visuals should promote interest in and have the potential to attract viewers to Santa
Fe.

 Story must lend itself to the potential of on going TV
« Story must be realistically attainable with time and budget.

 Judges will judge based off of creativity, originality and the quality of the idea and execution.
